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NOTIFICATION

Whereas, in compliance with sub-section (3) of section 176 of the Bharatiya Nagarik
Suraksha Sanhita, 2023, the State Government hereby directs that on receipt of every
information relating to the commission of an offence which is made punishable for seven years
or more, the officer in charge of a police station shall, cause the forensic expert to visit the
crime scene to collect forensic evidence in the offence and also cause videography of the
process on mobile phone or any other electronic device;

And Whereas, the Investigating Officer shalil forward the filled up form as per
Proforma-A to the State Forensic Science Laboratory for requisition of Crime Scene Officer to
collect the forensic evidence which shall be approved by the Station House Officer and counter
signed by District Superintendent of Police or any officer authorised by him;

And whereas, the District Superintendent of Police or Additional Superintendent of Police
or any officer not below the rank of Deputy Superintendent of Police authorised by the
Superintendent of Police shall monitor the visits of forensic expert to the crime scence to
collect the forensic evidence;

Now Therefore, the State Government is pleased to establish a three tier graded forensic
team who shall visit the scene of crime to collect forensic evidence which are as under:
